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Renunciation and Deliverance Prayer for Hinduism 

‘I am the Lord, and there is none else; besides Me there is no God. I am the Lord, that is My name; My 

glory will I not give to another, nor My praise to idols.’ (Isa. 42:8, 45:5) 

Lord God, heavenly Judge, I enter into Your courtroom because I long to be delivered from the 
demons and demonic powers associated with Hinduism and other Eastern religions. I ask that all 
books about me and my ancestors are brought in and that they will be opened. Thank You for the 
guidance and revelation of the Holy Spirit and the intercession of the Lord Jesus Christ. 

I ask for Your forgiveness for the sin of idolatry by me and my ancestors in the line of my father and 

mother back to Adam and for any involvement with Hinduism and everything associated with it. I 

renounce and revoke all vows, oaths and curses that were pronounced therein, all rituals that were 

performed therein and all covenants -including blood covenants- that were made therein. I renounce 

all ungodly teachings and blasphemy, all ungodly scriptures, forms of mind control and religious 

traditions. In Jesus’ name I also renounce and revoke every vow of secrecy. 

I forgive my ancestors and the people who taught me this idolatry and all that is connected to it for the 

consequences their actions have brought about in my life. 

Heavenly Judge, on behalf of myself and all of my ancestors I confess and renounce the following: 

 

Hindu Worship 

• I renounce the worship of the Hindu trinity: Brahma, Vishnu, Shiva (god of destruction), including 

all their manifestations. 

• I renounce the worship of all other Hindu gods including their manifestations, such as: Lakshmi, 

Krishna, Indra, Rudra, Agni, Durga, Shakti, Ganesh, Rama, Kali, Parvati, Varuna, Prisni, Maruts, 

Surya, Mitra, Kasyapa, Bhumidevi, Aditi, Vayu, Yama, Dewi Sri, Dewi Tara, Haanuman, the goddess 

Devi (shapeshifter), Chamunda, Skanda, Rohini, Chandra, Rohita, Shukra, Himavat, Indrani, Radha, 

Kartikeya, Vritra, Yama and Sita. 

• I renounce the worship of Mahavira, founder of Jainism. 

• I renounce the worship of the elements including stone, wood, water, fire, air and atmosphere, the 

sun, moon, stars and other heavenly bodies. 

• I renounce the opening of my soul, mind and body during worship including being in ecstasy, false 

meditation and reading and studying false scriptures. 

• I renounce the worship of the sacred cow, the bull, the monkey, the snake and the elephant. 

• I renounce all Hindu services: Katha, Bhagwat Geeta, Moeran, Puja Path. 

• I renounce any form of Bhakti (devotion of a believer to a Hindu deity). 

• I renounce participation in the Puja ceremony, and bowing to and invoking all idols. 

• Ask the Holy Spirit if there are any other idols or forms of worship that you need to renounce (each 

area/region has its own idols. You can also ask about this in your family. 

• For the renunciation and deliverance of Kundalini see the ‘Renunciation and Deliverance Prayer for 

Taoism, Yoga, Chakras and Kundalini’. 

Lord God, heavenly Judge, I confess, renounce and revoke all worship and any covenant with the 
deities I have just mentioned. I turn my back on them and sever any demonic tie with them. In the 
name of Jesus I ask You to annul all contracts with the demonic entities that are associated with 
these deities and to release me from their altars. I now return all rings, jewelry, occult gifts, and 
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acquired positions that I have received through these idols, and I sever myself from them in the 
name of Jesus. 

Teachings of Hinduism 

• I renounce polytheism, pantheism, Eastern philosophy, Yoga, New Age, Vedic astrology, Hare 

Krishna, Jainism, Sikhism, Buddhism, Parsiism (Zoroastrianism), Taoism, Confucianism, Shintoism 

and all teachings and beliefs of Hinduism. 

• I renounce the belief in the all-pervading divinity, the so-called Wheel of Life, Nirvana, Kalpa1, 

Karma, Samsara or reincarnation2, Trimurti (the three aspects of god, the Hindu divine trinity), 

Devas, Sadhguru (which would mean ‘true teacher’), Ahimsa (‘non-violence’), Moksha (the 

liberation from the cycle of death and rebirth), Dharma (the totality of religious and ethical norms 

and rules), emanation, Atman (the soul or the deeper essence of I). 

I now cut myself loose from the Wheel of Life and the Wheel of Rebirth. I declare that through faith 

in Jesus, I have been born again into eternal life with Him. 

• I renounce the doctrine of spiritual energy and becoming part of a “cosmic awareness”. 

• I renounce the four fundamental sects of Hinduism: Shaivism (mystical movement), Shaktism 

(worship of holy mother), Vaishnavism (monotheistic movement), Smartism (monistic movement). 

• I renounce the 2 major movements: Sanaatan Dharma3 and Arya Samaj4. 

• I renounce all sacred texts, scriptures and books of Hinduism, such as Vedas, Bhagavad Gita, 

Upanishads, Guru Granth Sahib, the Srutis5 and the Smriti6. 

• I renounce the belief in the hindu traditions of the masters and wisdom. 

• I renounce transmigration: The Hindu doctrine that believes that the dead soul can return to earth 

in the body of a snail, crab, ant, man, etc. 

• I renounce all myths of Hinduism (Puranas). 

• I renounce the following symbols: Mandala, Swastika, Ohm or Omkar, Bindi (dot on forehead), Ajna 

chakra (third eye), the lotus flower (Vishnu) and the Shri symbol. 

• Ask the Holy Spirit if there are more teachings / doctrines that you have to renounce. 

 

Rituals of Hinduism 

• I renounce all ungodly uses of the body in false worship including yoga, temple prostitution, 

fornication, ritual sex, sex with animals, sex with demons, sex with the dead, masturbation, 

pedophilia, homosexual relations and viewing sexual images in sculptures, buildings, books, dance 

and films. 

• I renounce all forms of idol worship, devotion to idols, bowing down to idols, image worship, icon 

worship, daily darshan (viewing idols), eating food offered to idols, as well as eating prasada 

(offered sweets). 

• I renounce fasting for idols, self-mutilation, whipping, singing, dancing, wearing special clothes, 

and singing idol songs. 

• I renounce placing idols and shrines in the house, visiting and worshipping idols in temples, 

participating in festivals including the performance of idolatrous plays, making temple offerings,

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watching or participating in idol processions, pilgrimages or dramas and telling stories about the 

idols. 

• I renounce the ungodly use of my soul, mind and body in false worship including astral travel, 

possessing the bodies of other people, all shamanistic practices, shape-shifting7 and the formation 

of ungodly communications and ties with the second heaven and with false gods, false priests and 

other people. 

• I renounce all witchcraft, invoking the spirits of the dead, animal sacrifices, human sacrifices 

including child sacrifices, covenants, blood covenants and oaths, drinking blood, eating sacrificial 

meat. 

• I renounce any wedding rites being performed in order to ensure the safe passage of the dead. 

• I renounce any funeral rites being performed to ensure the dead's passing on to a new body. 

• I renounce all forms of Yoga. (For a more detailed prayer, see ‘Renunciation and Deliverance 

Prayer for Taoism, Yoga, Chakras and Kundalini’) 

• I renounce all use of astrology and Vedic calendars, based on ungodly mystical knowledge of the 

equinoxes and solstices. I ask You, Lord, to release me from any curse related to time and to align 

me and my destiny with Your divine time. 

• I renounce the connections with all spirits that relate to discrimination and oppression due to caste 

or gender. 

• I renounce the Ayurvedic medicine and the use of Tulsi8. 

• Ask the Holy Spirit if there are more rituals that you have to renounce. 

• For deliverance of Transcendental Meditation (part of Hinduism and Buddhism) see ‘Renunciation 

and Deliverance Prayer for Transcendental Meditation’.) 

 

Hindu festivals 

I renounce any involvement of me or my ancestors in Hindu festivals, as well as all mantra’s, chants, 

dances, sacrifices, prayers and temple visits. I renounce: 

• Holika Dahan (fire pile) 

• Holi festival or festival of colors (including the burning of the witch Holi) 

• Diwali or festival of lights 

• Dussehra (the myth of Rama and Ravana) 

• Vasant Panchami 

• Makar Snakranti (the sun) 

• Maha Shivatri 

• Chaitra Navratro (the 9 manifestations of Durga) 

• Ramnavmi 

• Hanuman Jayanti 

• Sita Navami 

• Narasimha Jayanti (half man half lion) 

• Guru Purnima 

• Sawan Shivrati 

• Krishna Janamashtmi (demon destruction and victory) 

• Ganesh Chaturthi 

• Radha Ashtami

• Ask the Holy Spirit if there are more festivals that you have to renounce. 

 

Relationships within Hinduism 

• I renounce the Lauw of Manu.9 

• I renounce the celibacy, monasticism and asceticism practiced as a Hindu religious. 

• I renounce child marriage, dowry, burning of a widow on her husband's funeral pyre (sati). 

• I renounce the degrading, oppression, suppression, humiliation, murder and rape of women. 

• I renounce male domination and victimization of women in me and my family line. 

• I renounce all discrimination, oppression and abuse that we have practiced on our fellow human 

beings because of the caste system. 

• I renounce the severe restrictions of caste rules regarding food, occupation, marriage and social 

interaction with people of other castes. 

• I renounce the exclusion of the untouchables or the dalits from the caste system and/or the 

sacrifice of human beings for any reason. 

 

Ask the Holy Spirit if there are more things to renounce. 

 

To conclude 
Lord, I ask for forgiveness for all these sins that I have renounced and I repent of them. Thank You that 

these sins are now taken away from the books in heaven on the basis of the Blood of Jesus. 

Heavenly Judge, I ask You to dissolve and destroy the covenants with all demons and demonic forces 

connected to the sins I have just confessed and that are associated with Hinduism and other Eastern 

religions, rituals and practices. I ask You to judge these spirits and sever me from them. I command 
them in Jesus’ name to leave me now! 

(Pray here under the guidance of the Holy Spirit until you experience relief. Name the Hindu idols that 

you or your ancestors worshipped, or those that stirred something within you when you mentioned 

them.) 

Lord, I ask You to break every tie with demonic principalities associated with India and other countries 

that are strongly connected to Hinduism. (Name them specifically if you or your ancestors come from 

such a country.) 

In the Name of Jesus I now sever any soul tie with any Hindu priest, any Hindu teacher, Hindu hermit, 

Guru and yogi. 

 
9 The ancient Hindu Laws of Manu are a set of laws and regulations written by the sage Manu in ancient India. These laws are 

considered the basis of Hindu law and have been in use for centuries. The laws cover a wide range of topics, from marriage 
and inheritance to criminal law and taxation. 
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Lord, restore all parts of me that were lost to other dimensions. Reunite them with You, cleanse them 

with Your blood and bring them back in me. I ask You to remove all negative effects of these false 

religions now and to cleanse and heal me from them in Jesus’ name. I also ask You to remove every 

psychic gift and sensitivity from me and to completely cleanse my spirit, soul and body with the blood 

of the Lord Jesus from all things that darkness has placed there, including all satanic marks. 

Lord, thank You for filling me with Your Holy Spirit. Amen.
